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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

RECOGNIZING AND SALUTING MARY M. LAW UPON HER RETIREMENT AS EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF SCBRPELS.

Law is held in high esteem by members of the engineering and land surveying communities in South Carolina and nationally; through her efforts, South Carolina is regarded as a model state for regulation of the engineering and land surveying professions; through her skills, SCBRPELS has become regarded as an efficient and responsive board; and during her tenure as Executive Director of SCBRPELS, the board has had high morale and a low turnover rate among its employees; and

Whereas, it is indeed a pleasure for us to have the opportunity to salute so outstanding a lady as she retires this year as Executive Director of SCBRPELS; she is a hard worker and a born leader and is truly deserving of recognition.  Now, therefore,
